MaHARASHTRA REecionaL AND Town PLANNING AcT, 1966.

Whereas the Government of Maharashtra by its Notification No. TPB.4304/Cr.No. 234/04/UD-11,
dated 24th August 2004, promulgated in exercise of its powers conferred by clause (e) of sub-section (1)
of section 40 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter refered to as the
‘said Act’) appointed Mumbai Metropolition Region Development Authority (hereinafter to as ‘MMRDA’),
established under MMRDA Act, 1974, to be the Special Planning Authority (hereinafter referred to as
‘SPA’) for lands from Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-Bhayander Municipal
Corporation for Development of “Recreation and Tourism Development Zone” (hereinafter referred to as
‘RTDZNA ) the boundaries of which included the lands from the areas of villages Manori and Gorai
within the jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Uttan, Pali, Chowk, Tarodi and
Dongri within the jurisdiction of Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra, Urban Development Department by its letter
No. TPB.4304/Cr.No. 234/04/UD-11, dated 4th October 2004, has provided the map delineating the area
under the jurisdiction of the Special Planning Authority ;

And whereas, the MMRDA considered it expedient to prepare the Draft Development Plan for
recreation and Tourism area comrising lands from the areas of villages Manori and Gorai (Municipal
Corporation of Greater Mumbai) and Uttan, Pali, Chowk, Tarodi, Dongari (Mira-Bhayander Municipal
Corporation) ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra sanctioned the Development Plan of R-Ward of
Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai under Government Notification No. TPB.4392/6279/93/UD-
11(RDP), dated 4th May 1993, which inter alia includes proposals from village Gorai ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra sanctioned the Development Plan of P/South Ward
of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai under Government Notification No, TPB.4392/66176/UD-
11 (RDP), dated 15th March 1993 which inter alia includes proposals from village Manori ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra sanctioned the Development Plan of Mira-Bhayander
Municipal Corporation under Government Notification No. TPB. 1298/941/CR-89/98/UD-10, dated 25th
August 2000, which inter alia includes proposals from villages Uttan, Pali, Chowk, Tarodi and Dongri ;

And whereas, the MMRDA in its 113th meeting held on 19th April 2005 has passed a Resolution
No. 1046 to declare its intention to prepare the Development Plan of RTDZNA. And therefore, in exercise
of the powers conferred by the said Act, the MMRDA on 4th December 2006 declared its intention under
section 23 of the said Act, to prepare Draft Development Plan for the area comprising of villages within
the jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation
within the limits of the Special Planning Authority in the RTDZNA ;

And whereas, following the Tourism Policy, 2006 formulated by the Government and the emphasis
laid on public-private partnerships for development of Tourism destinations, the Government vide Urban
Development Department’s Notification No. TPB/4307/108/CR-29/UD-11, dated 9th April 2007 appointed
Maharashtra Tourism Development Corporation (MTDC) as Special Planning Authority for the said area
vice MMRDA ;

And whereas, considering that MMRDA is well equipped with the requisite technical and other staff
to perform the functions and duties of Special Planning Authority as laid down in the said Act, the
Government vide Urban Development Department’s Notification No. TPB.4307/108/CR-29/07/UD-11,
dated 1st December 2007 appointed MMRDA to be the Special Planning Authority for the RTDZNA
excluding S. No. 341, admeasuring 14.87 Ha. of land from village Uttan, District Thane; and Mira-
Bhayander Municipal Corporation to be the Planning Authority for S. No. 341, admeasuring 14.87 Ha.
of land of village Uttan, District Thane ;

And whereas, MMRDA in its 126th Meeting held on 9th February 2010 considered the Draft
Development Plan and by its Resolution No. 1226, dated 9th February 2010 and empowered the
Metropolitan Commissioner to take necessary action to publish the same ;
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And whereas, MMRDA in its 127th Meeting held on 26th August 2010 approved the proposal to
freshly declare the intention to prepare the Development Plan for the RTDZNA excluding Survey
No. 341 admeasuring 14.87 Ha. of land from village Uttan, Dist. Thane, if the Government so directed
MMRDA to do so;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra, Urban Development Department by its letter
No. TPS. 4310/2936/CR No. 229/2010/UD-11, dated 30th September 2010 held the earlier declaration of
intention to prepare the Development Plan by MMRDA in December 2006 to be invalid and directed
MMRDA to freshly declare the same;

And whereas, the MMRDA now considers it expedient to revise the Final Development Plans of
R and P/South wards of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai, and the Final Development Plan of
Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation in accordance with the provisions of section 38 of the said Act,

And now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by the said Act, the MMRDA declare, its
intention under section 23 of the said Act,—

(@) to revise the Final Development Plans of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-
Bhayander Municipal Corporation under section 38 of the said Act; and

(b) to prepare Draft Development Plan for the area comprising of villages within the jurisdiction
of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation within
the limits of the Special Planning Authority in the RTDZNA as mentioned more specifically in
Schedule-1.

The plan showing the boundaries of the area, for which revised Draft Development Plan as mentioned
at (a) above and the boundaries of the area for which Draft Development Plan for the area mentioned
at (b) above are to be prepared, is kept open for inspection of the public on all working days at the office
of the,—

All those areas included in,—

(1) Distrtict Mumbai (Suburban), villages Manori and Gorai within the jurisdiction of Municipal
Corporation of Greater Mumbai.

(2) District Thane, villages Uttan (excluding Survey No. 341), Pali, Chowk, Tarodi and Dongri within
the jurisdiction of Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation.
