73% of 3 flyovers work at Kalanagar Junction attained; project likely to be complete by Dec

The Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority(MMRDA) has been undertaking
different infrastructure development projects in a bid to provide seamless travelling
experience. As part of its goal, it has also initiated the work of three flyovers at Kalanagar
Junction in Bandra (East) which is likely to be completed by December 31, 2020. So far about 73
per cent of the entire project works has been achieved.

The Kalanagar Nagar Junction is connected with the Western Express Highway and Bandra -
Kurla connecting road, besides the other three roads which is causing huge traffic jam at any
given point of time. It is one of the busiest signals in the suburbs.Therefore, the new flyovers
will make the junction snarl free and ensure smooth passing of vehicles on the respective roads
saving lot of time of motorists.

The total project cost is of Rs 103.73 crore and initial work order was given on January 2, 2017
to M/s Simplex Infrastructure Ltd. While the new sub contractor M/s RPF InfraProject Pvt Ltd
was appointed on January 29, 2020 to replace M/s Simplex.

Besides, this project has also generated employment opportunities for skilled and unskilled
workers. According to the MMRDA, everyday 81,788 skilled and 2,45,365 unskilled labourers
are employed and undertaking the work.
