The Mumbai’s Fastest COVID-19 Hospital Handed Over To MCGM

The COVID Care Centre, which the Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority (MMRDA)
has builtin less than a fortnight at the Bandra-Kurla Complex (BKC), was handed over to Brihanmumbai
Municipal Corporation (MCGM) Commissioner Shri | S Chahal by Metropolitan Commissioner Shri RA
Rajeev for use on May 18. The facility was handed over in presence of Hon. Chief Minister Shri Uddhav
Thackeray, Deputy Chief Minister Shri Ajit Pawar, Revenue Minister Shri Balasaheb Thorat, Urban
Development Minister Shri Eknath Shinde, Mumbai Suburban Guardian Minister Shri Aaditya
Thackeray and Maharashtra Chief Secretary Shri Ajoy Mehta.

The Authority started working on the 1008-bed facility project on May 2 and it was completed on May
16. The total corpus fund of the said project is around Rs 20 crore for the next three months. Should
the project require an extension, additional funds would be spent on roofs which have been rented.

Of the 1008 beds, 504 are non-oxygen facility beds while the remaining 504 beds have oxygen facility
in the area of 240x40 meters. The entire structure has been built considering the Coronavirus patients
and utmost care has been taken in sanitation and distancing measures. The facility has attached clean
toilet and washroom facilities with specially-prepared sewage facility. Electricity and water supply has
also been taken care of by the Authority. It has been erected considering all the climatic conditions
and has especially taken due measures for the upcoming monsoon season. The care centre has been
spread across 1.5 lakh square feet. On May 11, fire brigade officials also visited the hospital. MCGM
officials were being consulted for every detail.

The makeshift hospital is also equipped with the facility of pathology, ECG, and X-ray machines along
with the storage facility. While there will be no COVID-19 testing in the hospital, mild symptomatic
and semi-critical symptomatic patients would be treated in the care centre. A separate enclosure has
been readied for doctors where they will be stationed. The patients will be given three meals —
breakfast, lunch and dinner—every day.

As many as 350 labourers and a combined team of 70 MMRDA officials, headed by Metropolitan
Commissioner Shri RA Rajeev, worked round the clock on building the facility in record time.
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
