South bound flyover at Andheri-Ghatkopar Junction on EEH open for traffic from today

The newly built South bound flyover at Andheri-Ghatkopar Junction on Eastern Express Highway
(EEH) was inaugurated by Honorable Minister Shri Aditya Thackeray, Minister Shri Eknath Shinde
in presence of Member of Parliament, Legislator, corporators and Mumbai Metropolitan
Commissioner, MMRDA RA Rajeev on Monday. The 12 metre wide flyover was proposed to
reduce congestion on this existing junction and to separate traffic moving towards Mumbai and
Ghatkopar.

Commuters moving from Mumbai to Thane was having three lane flyover however they had to
face immense traffic jam on Andheri -Ghatkopar Junction. Therefore, to resolve traffic misery, the
MMRDA had initiated the construction work of three lane new flyover (towards Mumbai).Now as
the newly built flyover is open for traffic from today onwards, commuters can experience smooth
and safe driving in both the directions. It will give better connectivity from Thane to Mumbai.

The work of flyover was awarded to M/s SMC Infrastructure Pvt. Ltd. and M/s Kashec Engineers
Pvt. Ltd at total tender cost of Rs 33.04 crore. The overall width of the flyover is 12 metres and
length is 693 metres. The flyover superstructure has steel girder, RCC slab and typical span of PSC-
1 girder with RCC deckslab obligatory span in composite. According to the MMRDA, through this
project total 30,036 man days of employment generated for skilled labourers and 36,875 man
days for unskilled labourers. Approximately Rs 12.8 crore money spent on wages given to
employees through this project alone.

Metropolitan Commissioner, MMRDA R A Rajeev said, "With this flyover getting open today,
MMRDA adds one more contribution in transportation field to this great City. The existing Andheri
Ghatkopar Link Road Junction was one of the busiest spot on EEH. Now with this new flyover the
traffic will be divided subsequently reducing congestion on road."

He further added, "this flyover will be widely used on daily basis and would come as a relief for
motorists as it is expected to reduce traffic congestion to a greater extent. The 693 metre flyover
worth Rs 33.04 crore as an epitome of the dedication shown by the MMRDA team and appointed
contractor despite difficulties faced due to the Covid pandemic."
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
